General Information (no divider)

A. Cover Sheet -- Must include: 
a. Chosen Spanish Name

b. Class Name

c. Period
d. Teacher’s Name
B. Pledge of Allegiance (Spanish 1 only)
C. Syllabus
D. Locker/Bathroom Passes

To organize your binder for this class, you will need to have 4 dividers.  Each divider will be labeled in Spanish on the front and in English on the back.

Label each divider as follows:
Tarea (Homework)
Textbook and workbook assignments will go here. You will also organize any handouts and forms given to you that have been graded.

Cultura (Culture)
File away any information on cultural papers, artwork and information given to you throughout the year.
Apuntes (Notes)  
This is the section where you will keep all of your notes from textbook, video/powerpoint, chalkboard, grammar, etc.  You will also place your subject notebook here in this section at the very front of all of your notes.

Otro (Other)   
Anything that doesn’t pertain to one of the above dividers will be organized in this tab.
** Your binder will be checked and graded as a project grade each semester.  Keep it organized so you can find what you need quickly!  Do not stuff your papers into your Spanish textbook. 
** You could use this Spanish binder section in every Spanish class that you take here at Prosser High School.  Do not throw anything away from your binder until I tell you to do so!  Some of your papers from Spanish 1 will be useful for Spanish 2, and so forth.
